Eusebius of Vercelli,

(died 371), bishop, August 2. St. Eusebius served as Bishop of
Vercelli during a time of theological controversy a bout the divinity of
Jesus. Zealously defending the faith, St. Eusebius tried to make peace
between the feuding factions and found himself pers ecuted and
eventually exiled instead. While in exile, he wrot e a letter to the people
of his diocese which says in part, “I beg you to ke ep faith with all
vigilance, to preserve harmony, to be earnest in pr ayer, to remember me
always, so that the Lord may grant freedom to his C hurch which is
suffering throughout the world, and that | may be s et free from the
sufferings that weigh upon me, and so be able to re joice with you.”
Peter Julian Eymard, (died 1868) Founded the congregation of the
Blessed Sacrament, devoted to the worship and apost olate of the
Eucharist as the center of the life of the Church a nd society. In 1858 he
founded the Servants of the Blessed Sacrament, a co ntemplative
women’s community. He also influenced the founding  of the Eucharistic
Fraternity for the laity, the Association of Priest Adorers and
international Eucharistic congresses. John Mary Vianney, (died
1839), priest, August 4. He is known for his kindness and dedication
as a confessor and spiritual director. Assigned to  the parish church in
Ars, France, St.

not a saint but the dedication of a church that was
Council of Ephesus to honor Mary, the Mother of God
of St. Mary Major in Rome was the culmination of a  long theological
debate about whether Mary was simply the mother of  the man Jesus or
should rightly be called the Mother of God. The co uncil declared that
she was, indeed, theotokos, the Mother of God. In a homily delivered at
the Council, St. Cyril of Alexandria said, “Mary, M other of God, we
salute you. Precious vessel, worthy of the whole w orld’s reverence, you
are an ever-shining light, the crown of virginity, the symbol of
orthodoxy, an indestructible temple, the place that  held him whom no
place can contain, mother and virgin.”  Transfiguration of the Lord.
Peter, James and John believed in Jesus so complete ly that they had
willingly left behind their former lives-their rela tionships and
livelihoods-to follow him. They had heard him prea ch, had seen him
turn water into wine and restore sight to the blind Peter had even
declared with sudden understanding, “You are the Me ssiah.” But
somehow none of that prepared them for this mountai n-top experience,
seeing the Lord, transfigured and dazzling in all h  is glory, and hearing
the voice of God saying, “This is my Son, my Chosen One. Listen to
him.” Sixtus II, pope and martyr, and companions, (died 2 58),
August 7. St. Sixtus and the four deacons assisting him were  arrested
and slain on 6 August 258, as they celebrated Mass in the catacombs.
The emperor Valerian had begun a widespread persecu tion of
Christians and had decreed that “...bishops, presbyte rs and deacons
shall suffer the death penalty without delay. Sena tors, distinguished
men and members of the equestrian class, are to be deprived of their
rank and property, and if after forfeiting their we alth and privileges,
they still persist in professing Christianity, they too are to be sentenced

to death. Cajetan, (died 1547), priest, August 7. St. Cajetan studied
canon law and served first as a canon lawyer and th en as a priest in the
Roman Curia. Later, he joined the Oratory of Divin e Love, which
devoted itself to works of charity among the poor. He was eager to
reform the social order as well as the Church.
